Complete Ekahi Guest List Form (link to same) and submit updated copies as necessary to Ekahi office 

Your guests will need the following items in writing: 

Information on how to access your apartment upon arrival

Contact information for your on island agent should difficulty occur

Parking pass procedure

Instructions to read the posted “Summary of House Rules for Guests and Renters”.  The summary includes emergency, security, pool, AC and quiet hours  information.
